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     People refer to the 

growing and maturing 

periods of childhood and 

youth as the òformative 

years.ó  This is certainly 

a very accurate descrip-

tion, because there are 

obviously many influ-

ences experienced by 

those growing up that 

affect decisions made later, and that can impact choices 

made which have lifelong consequences.  

     Here is a question to consider:  Has the Churchõs 

influence through preaching and teaching been suffi-

cient to prepare young people during their formative 

years for the onslaught of humanistic evolutionary phi-

losophy?  I believe that apart from a very small number 

of exceptions, the answer is, No!  

     Everyone concerned about the huge exodus of young 

people from evangelical conservative churches should 

read the book Already Gone  offered through our news-

letter.  This recent study reveals that the church is 

missing something vital in its mission of reaching and 

keeping young people.  Traditional Sunday school has 

obviously not done the job.  Young people very early 

in life are influenced away from dynamic faith and a 

hunger and zeal for the Bible.  

     The article on page two of this newsletter will sug-

gest specific reasons for this alarming situation, and 

provide answers that should be taught to all young 

Christians.  This is what creation ministry is all 

about.  It is vital to strengthen the faith of believers 

young and oldñbut especially the young.  If the Lord 

delays His coming the young of today will be the 

church of tomorrow.
