If Adam and Eve were not real literal people then
the Genesis account is not real literal history, but just
symbolic or figurative. This is how some Christians
have unfortunately decided to understand the creation
account in general and in particular the creation of
Adam and Eve. However, to do this is to find oneself in
conflict with other portions of Scripture that cannot be
taken allegorically or figuratively, but that speak very
clearly to the literal reality of Adam and Eve. In the
first five chapters of Genesis Adam is mentioned 18
times. Also, the mention of Adam in the genealogical
lists plus the recording of his age when his son Seth
was born (Genesis 5:3), and his age of 930 years at his
death (Genesis 5:4) can only speak logically and mean-
ingfully of literal history. The following scriptures
speak of either Adam alone or Adam and Eve together
as real historical figures:
